Did you know?  If your child is 10 minutes late at the start of each day, they lose an unbelievable total of 33 days of learning in academic each year. 


Did you know? Since September 2011, there have been a staggering 281 lates at our school –please ensure your child doesn’t miss out…and,  PLEASE BE ON TIME AT 10 TO 9! 


Late collection at the end of the school day: The school day ends officially at 3.20pm. There have been a shocking 178 late collections in this past autumn term. Many parents tell us over and over that they are late due to heavy traffic. We understand that in poor weather, the traffic can extend travel times –however, we feel this is a poor excuse and would ask that as adults you do everything possible to plan your journey and extend the journey time as necessary in order to ensure you arrive in time to collect your child at 3.20pm. 


If your child remains at school after 3.20pm, we cannot guarantee there will be a school adult available to take care of them. Your child will therefore be taken to join the After School Kid’s Club in our school hall. The Kid’s Club is run externally by Crescent House Nursery who will make a charge to you for care of your child. Crescent House charge a flat rate of £10.00 for After School care.
