SAFEGUARDING - HEALTH AND SAFETY CONCERNS


Regarding the policy toward play on the school site both before and after the school day…


Playground Safety.  At the start and end of the school day, all children in the playground areas must be supervised directly by a parent or carer and are the responsibility of that parent or carer. 


Road Safety.  A car with the registration Y371 GAN was found parked on double yellow lines opposite school.  If you notice anyone parked illegally, please pass the car registration number to the school, which will enable us to forward these details to the police.


We talked at the recent Curriculum Information Meetings for Parents about what should happen if, for some reason, your child becomes separated from you at the end of the school day. This is a reminder that we encourage children to return immediately to their own class and, if there are no adults there, to go straight to the main office and explain what has happened to a school adult.
